All travelers must successfully complete pre-travel processing before being manifested on a flight

Passport Requirements

Passports cannot be expired or fraudulent, Traveler must have physical

possession of the passport; a photocopy is not acceptable. Extension stamps
are acceptable. If you are contacted by CARE for travel and a member of your

family on your case does not have a passport (for example: a baby) please

notify your CARE contact so they can provide additional guidance. Do not leave

people on your case behind.

Definition of 'Eligible Family’

Except where indicated, ‘eligible family' means one spouse and unmarried children under
age 21. If a child was added to an SIV case, or an |-130 petition was filed for a child prior to
that child turning 21, the unmarried child over age 21 may be eligible;

this will be determined by the US Department of State on a case-by-case basis.
